
Good morning Boys and Girls!

How many of you like to get a present on your birthday or at Christmas? 

(Wait for the overwhelming show of hands) 

It sure is fun to get presents, right? (encourage affirmative response)

Well, there is a woman in the Bible who got a present.  

She didn’t have any money (shake your head).  
She didn’t have very much food (shake your head again).
But she got a present from God (great excitement).

Elisha told her how to get that present. 

Do you remember Elisha? He was a prophet. He told the people about God.  Sometimes God helped him do miracles.  Who knows what a miracle is? (get an answer or two) A miracle is something special that only God can do.  In our Bible story, the woman’s present was a miracle.

Look at this.  I have a pitcher and there is some water in it (hold up pitcher).  See all of these jars down here? (point to the number of jars of all sizes sitting around) I am going to pour the water from this pitcher (point) into these jars (point).  Do you think I will have enough water to fill up all these jars?

Well, let’s see.  (pour out the water…it should only fill one or two jars).  Did I fill up ALL of the jars? (wait until they all answer)

No, that’s right, I didn’t.

Well, the woman in our story had many, many jars too. 

She only had a little bit of oil in her pitcher.  Just like I had (hold up pitcher).

Elisha told her to pour her oil into the jars.  And even though she only had a little bit of oil, her oil just kept pouring. 

Is my pitcher empty? (hold pitcher upside down and encourage positive response).  Yes it is; that’s right.  

But the woman’s pitcher wasn’t empty (shake head).  Do you think that she filled up one jar? No (shake head). Do you think she filled up two jars? No (shake head).  

That’s right, she filled up every one of her jars.  

Could I have filled up all of these jars with just the water in my pitcher? (encourage negative response) No.  That’s right. 

But the woman in the Bible filled up every one of her jars with that little bit of oil.  

Do you know how she did that?

Because God gave her a present.  A present of lots and lots of oil.  That oil was a miracle. Now she could make food.  Now she could sell the oil for money. 

Jesus said that “What is impossible with men is possible with God.” (Luke 18:27) That’s how much God loves us.

During the last few weeks we have been learning about people like the woman in the Bible story who don’t have enough food or money.  Some of them live far, far away in Africa or Asia.  Some of them live here in North America, too. CRWRC sends missionaries to help the people who don’t have enough money and who don’t have enough food.  Maybe God doesn’t give those people lots and lots of oil…but do you know what? God gives them something else.  God gives them missionaries who help them to learn about God and to help them to learn how to grow food and make money.  Even though it’s different from the oil that God gave to the woman in the Bible story, it’s like a miracle.  That’s how much God loves them too.  
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
