SO THAT EVERYBODY HAS ENOUGH!

A long time ago, God spoke to us through a man named Micah. Micah said that to please God we should do justice, love kindness and walk humbly with God. Have you ever heard the word justice before? Justice is a big word. But it simply means that we are to make sure that everybody has

enough. What does justice mean? “To make sure everybody has enough.” (Prompt them to repeat it louder a few times by saying, “What does justice mean?” Pause. “I can’t hear

you! What does justice mean?”

• Whoever had breakfast this morning, raise your hand!

• Whoever slept in their bed at home last night, raise your hand!

• Whoever has been sick and gone to the doctor for help, raise your hand!

• Whoever goes to school, raise your hand!

It’s wonderful that when we are hungry, our parents give us something to eat. How good it is that when we are tired we have our own safe bed to sleep in. And that when we are sick, we can go to the doctor to get better. And we are thankful that we can go to school to learn. But there are many people in our world who do not have these things that are so important for living. (Select three children and given them each a basket of candy to HOLD.* Explain that they are NOT to eat the

candy.) Those of us who have food, and a home, and can go to the doctor and to school, are like these three children who each have a basket of candy. But there are other people in our world who do not have these important things. They are like the rest of us who don’t have even ONE candy.

Remember the guy called Micah? He reminds us that God wants us to “do justice.” What does that mean? (“To make sure everybody has enough!”) So what do you think the folks with the baskets of candy should do? (“Share them, give some to everybody.”) Okay, people with the baskets, share what you have! We are like the people with the baskets who have more than enough. God asks us to “do justice” and to “love kindness” and to make sure “everybody has enough.” 

*Suggestion: Remember, candies are a choking hazard for young children. Choose a small-sized peppermint wrapped candy (or chewable peppermints). Many children are allergic to nuts. Plus wrapped candy prevents stickiness!
